Evacuation

This is how evacuation takes place

The municipality will sound the alarm
in the endangered area. The population
is then urged to leave the area via the
evacuation route. Pay attention to the
loudspeaker announcements.

If you need assistance during the evacu-
ation, make your way to the emergency
meeting point at Hotel Albula. There
you will receive information on the evacua-
tion procedure and can ask for help.

The fire brigade will take your personal
details at the check point at the Hotel
Albula, giving the rescue teams an over-
view of who has left the village. This over-
view is in the interests of your own safety.

If necessary, at the assembly and infor-
mation point at the school Cumpogna
of Tiefencastel you will be to an allocated
accommodation which will be available
quickly.

During and after evacuation, you will
receive all necessary information from the
municipality via text messaging service

or notice board in the school Cumpogna
of Tiefencastel. Any questions? Contact
us on our hotline +41 79 936 39 39.
Please do not use the general emergency
numbers.

The authorities will ensure that family
members remain together during
evacuation or are reunited as quickly
as possible.

«Evacuation» checklist
This is how you take action

Follow the instructions from the authorities.

Inform and assist neighbours and vulnerable people

in your environment.
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Pack your emergency luggage: personal documents
(passport or ID, driving licence, insurance cards, vaccine
card), cash and bank cards, mobile phone with charger,
medicines, toiletries, clothing, spectacles, small items of
value, toys for the children.

If there is sufficient time, pack what you can carry yourself
(personal documents, photo albums, computers/laptops
and storage media, other valuables, etc.).

Get your home ready for your absence: switch off
electrical appliances, close gas and water taps, extinguish
open flames, close windows and lock front doors.

Take your pets with you.

Leave the endangered area via the evacuation route
using your own vehicle.

Please pass through the check point at the Hotel
Albula.

As necessary, report to the assembly and information
point at the school Cumpogna of Tiefencastel.

In the event of imminent danger, you will be made aware of

the evacuation by means of the General Alarm (siren with regular
rising and falling tone) and loudspeaker announcements.

Follow the instructions.

If you need assistance (e.g. transport) during the evacuation,
make your way to the emergency meeting point at Hotel Albula.
There you will receive information on the evacuation procedure
and you can ask for help.

If you cannot come to the emergency meeting point yourself,
ask your relatives and neighbours for help or contact us on
our hotline +41 79 936 39 39.

All inhabitants who have left the village will be registered
at the check point at the «Hotel Albula».

If necessary, medical assistance and accommodation options
will be provided at the assembly and information point at the
school Cumpogna of Tiefencastel.

Accommodation after evacuation

You will need suitable accommodation for the duration of the
evacuation. You can either arrange this yourself or ask the
municipality to allocate you to a suitable place. You will receive
information and assistance at the assembly and information
point at the school Cumpogna of Tiefencastel.
